D uringthe last year, our Board reestablished the position ofT reasurer and appointed Jim Moore

to take this leadership role. Jim and the Finance Committee, led by Ken Berkemeier and Bert
Clemmons, worked with the Board an&foundation staff to conduct an irdepth review of our
financials, including our current and planned operating budgets, as well as our investment policy.
We are pleased to report that this review confirms that we are operating efficiently and within our
means, as we ensure that we can fulfill our mission over the long\iégrhave made adjustments

to our budgets and investment policies to reflect the current and foreseeable economic environment.

T hisyear we have renewed our focus on asset development and community awareness of the mission

of our Foundation. In the months ahead, you can expect a series of initiatives designed to support
these objectives.

A key focus for our CEO is to identify and secure grants for which ouFoundation may be eligible.
Since our last report we have received grants from United Way of Bartholomew County ($40,000),
Columbus Regional Hospital Foundation ($12,000) for the new
EMT Building in Brown County, The Cummins Foundation
($32,000) and $500 from IGA for an EngAGE Indiana
Network meeting.
